1. Explain what the study is about. [For an example, see sample debriefing notes (document 134/116).]

2. Explain why deception was necessary at the beginning of the study; ask for participant’s understanding respectively.

3. Ask for post-debriefing consent to use the data for research purpose and provide the contact information of the PI in the debriefing form, e.g. telephone number for studies conducted in Hong Kong or email address for overseas studies. [For an example: If you understand the explanations above, and you are still willing to allow us use the data for research purposes, please sign at the appropriate place. If you have any questions about the research, please feel free to contact [Title & Name of the principal investigator (telephone number (for studies conducted in Hong Kong)/email address (for overseas studies))].] 
4. If the participant(s) refuse to consent the use of data for research purposes, allow for withdrawal.
